
To all owners or authorized persons of vehicles currently stored in the EMPD Pound:
The Ekurhuleni Metropolitan Police Department hereby gives notice that a number of motor vehicles have been impounded and remain uncollected in our 

vehicle storage facility (the “Pound”). In our tracing process we have been unable to effect collection by the owners or relevant persons.

What you must do
· If you are the registered owner (or a person authorized by the owner) of a vehicle impounded in the EMPD Pound, you are required to 

collect your vehicle between 8 December 2025 and 27 January 2026 by paying all outstanding impoundment, towing, storage, 
administrative and any other associated costs. 

· You must bring proof of ownership (e.g., vehicle registration document/authorization) and valid photo-identification.
· If vehicles are not collected and all outstanding fees paid during this period, the City will proceed to dispose of the vehicles to recover 

costs incurred.
· Legal basis for the disposal
· Under the National Road Traffic Regulations, 2000 (in terms of the National Road Traffic Act, 1996 (Act 93 of 1996)), Regulation 320 

provides that when a vehicle is impounded and the owner has been traced but fails to collect the vehicle for more than 120 days, it may 
be sold to defray any costs incurred by the municipality. 
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
